THE TWO MAJOR PROPHECIES

	 Disabling of neighbors gradual with two approaches -- 
	 	  
	 	 (1) Neighbors weaken themselves (as with Gideon -- Judges 7) 
	 	 (2) Israel weakens neighbors by force (as in Judges 4) 
	  
	 ONE identity NOT a close neighbor (apparently Iran) 

2Ezekiel 38 & 39: 
	  
	 God cripples the old world.  This invader represents ALL powers:  Zechariah 14:2 
	 	 The TWO-PARTS of old power:  Gog (Mountain) & Magog (Great 	 	 	
	 	 Mountain) 
	  
	 God destroys Christendom.    -- 	 Micah 5:6 
	 	 	 	                  	 Revelation 14:20 -- "Outside the City" 
	 	 	 	 	    	 Revelation 16:16 -- "Hebrew Tongue"
